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Level the coach utilizing the power gear leveling system by placing a 
torpedo or carpenters level on a permanent surface in the galley, such 
as, the refrigerator, stove or countertop. 

Level the coach until the torpedo or carpenters level in the galley 
indicates level front to back and left to right. 

Loosen mounting screws that secure two way level, located the drivers 
area, that is used with the power gear leveling system control pad. 

Add or remove shims between bubble level and mounting surface until 
bubble level indicates level front to back and left to right, Then secure 
the bubble level with screws. 

Retract all jacks
